Introduction To Acting One:
Open to students in grades 1-3.  An introductory class for beginning students to explore the basics of acting, improvisation, theatre terminology and role playing.  Students will focus on new ways to use their voice and body as they learn techniques for the stage.  Even if you have been on stage before, this class will enlighten and expand the participants acting ability on stage.  The end result will be a workshop production of the play “The Lost Christmas Cards”.   

Introduction To The Musical:  Open to students in grades 3-6.  Primarily for those who have taken Introduction To Acting One, but open to others.
